READ
Luke 2:8-20, John 14:1-3

The Christmas story is only good tidings of  great joy to those who 
accept Jesus Christ as their gift from our Heavenly Father. Once 
you receive, believe, and trust in Jesus, your confidence will not be 
in any man or government.
