READ
I Peter 1:6-8

The wise men rejoiced with exceeding great joy when they saw 
His star and fell down and worshiped Him. When Mary found out she 
was carrying the Christ Child, she went to see her cousin Elizabeth. 
When she walked in the house, John the Baptist, Jesus’ cousin, jumped 
with joy in Elizabeth’s womb. John was moved by the Holy Spirit in 
the presence of  the anointed Son of God sent to set men free from 
their sins.
